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Where can my child participate in Soccer Shots?
Soccer Shots is held at childcare centers, schools, and public locations throughout the greater Pittsburgh
area. Our public programs are open to the general public. However, only children enrolled in a specific

childcare center or school can join programs held at our private locations.

What type of equipment will my child need to participate?
Soccer Shots provides all the equipment needed at each session. Just make sure your child wears sneakers
and comfortable clothing. Cleats and shin guards are NOT necessary.
